After months of studying the ten topics, approximately
3000 students across the country participate in compe-
titions hosted by local World Affairs Councils. Winning
teams are invited to represent their high school, city,
and local council at the spirited national competition,
held in the spring each year at the National Press Club
in Washington, DC.

How the Game Works

In the game, four-person teams compete by answering rounds of questions projected onto a screen. A full
competition is 100 questions, divided into ten rounds with distinct thematic categories. The winning team is
the team with the most right answers.
